INFORMATION

The 2026 Trillium Curling Camp will take place from 9-14 August at
the KW Granite Club, Waterloo, Ontario with accommodation at the
Wilfred Laurier University. Please note that athletes are likely to
depart Scotland a couple of days prior to the start of camp, and will
be hosted by Rotary families during this time.

Two spaces have been allocated by the organisers in the Advanced
category for curlers who must have a strong level of competitive
experience. Selected athletes will be accompanied by a suitable
chaperone who will also coach at the camp.
